2012 RAIL FUN DAY 

 

 On November 3, 2012, Tri-Rail hosted its fifth annual “Rail Fun Day” signature event at 

the Fort Lauderdale/Hollywood International Airport Station at Dania Beach.  The affair 

welcomed over 1,000 spectators to enjoy a day of free entertainment for the entire family.  The 

weather conditions were perfect for the South Florida’s Kids Got Talent contest which took place 

without a hitch this year, where 14 contestants 17-years of age and under, performed to be 

crowned the grand prize winner.  Children 12 and under were able to ride free on this day only, 

and the average Saturday ridership showed an increase of more than 500 passengers.  The 

partnership with 45 local businesses and organizations played a great role in making this event 

another success for the agency.  

 

BENEFITS FAIRS 

 

South Florida Regional Transportation Authority (SFRTA) Marketing Office staff 

attended several benefits fairs throughout the tri-county area in November; in many cases, 

sharing a transportation booth with representatives from Broward County Transit, Palm Tran and 

South Florida Commuter Services (SFCS).
